AYSO Job Descriptions & Requirements

Assistant Coach

Attends practices & games (as many as possible). Helps the Coach make practices & games as fun as possible for the players while using the PIE method. (Positive Instructional Encouragement).

Has to attend the Safe Haven class and age appropriate soccer training and understand the AYSO philosophies. Has to understand that he or she is a role model for the players and parents. Needs to support the Coach and also to support the decisions of the Referee during games without public comment. 

Be positive, Patient, and Enthusiastic.

Safe Haven Coordinator (for Boy teams w female Coach & Girls teams w Male Coach )

Is responsible for ensuring that there is always an adult of the opposite sex to the Coach and same sex as the team present for all of the activities until the last player has been picked up by their parent or guardian. Normally done on a rotation basis by practice or week.  This protects the players, the coaches and AYSO. 

This person has to be well organized and able to draw up a roster and ensure that there is always somebody at the practice who waits until the last player has been picked up.

Team Manager

Assists the Coach with administrative duties, eg ensuring that the snack parent will be present at the game. Makes phone calls in emergencies (eg rain-outs) etc.

Has to be organized, enthusiastic and forceful.

Snack Parent

Ensures that there is a nutritious & fun snack & drink at every game. Makes up a roster for snacks (the Coach is usually omitted) usually by alphabet and checks that the responsible parent will be at the game.

Snacks usually consist of water, & fruit pieces, oranges etc for half-time & a fun snack & drink after the game. A great snack can make most players forget a ‘bad’ game!

Has to be persuasive, well organized with good follow up.
